1. This show is sanctioned by the American Dairy Goat Association and its rules shall govern. It is sanctioned for the following breeds: SENIOR DOES: Alpines, LaManchas, Nigerians, Nubians, Oberhasli, Saanens, Toggenburgs and Recorded Grades; JUNIOR DOES: Alpines, LaManchas, Nigerians,  Nubians, Oberhasli, AOP and Recorded Grades. There will be two Senior Doe Shows and two Junior Doe Shows.  The Senior Shows and Junior Shows are separately sanctioned.  Show order as found on page 2 is subject to change only in case of any emergency determined by the show committee.
2. The base date is May 26, 2012
3. Health Regulations: All exhibitors must have a health certificate signed by a veterinarian within 30 days of the show. Your PREMISE ID # must be on the CVI.  All animals will be checked for contagious disease (sore mouth, pink-eye, ring worm, open abscess, etc) by the show committee or veterinarian. Any herds exhibiting signs will not be allowed to show. The decision of the show committee is final.

4. The original registration is required for all animals.   A stamped duplicate (good for 30 days from date of issue) will be accepted for all animals under six months of age.

5. Animals must be on the grounds no later than 8:00 AM on May 26, 2012. Showmanship classes will begin at 8:00 AM sharp with prizes awarded to winners. Breed classes will begin at 9:00 AM with senior does in both rings, followed by the raffle and then junior does.  Arrival on Friday May 25, 2012 will be allowed between 7 and 9 PM only.   Your name will be posted on your assigned pens.  Entry fee is $5 per animal per ring . Pre-entry postmark deadline is Saturday, May 12, 2012.  Late entry fees are $7 per animal per ring. Substitutions will be allowed within the breed in the same show only. Pen fees are $5.00 per pen (standard or Nigerian size).  Straw is not provided.   If you are showing any animals from out of your trailer or truck, there is a $10 fee.   Trailer areas MUST BE CLEANED before leaving.  
6. All Best of Breed winners must be present for the Best Doe in Show class.
7. MDGA, SDGA, ADGA, and the Jefferson County Fairgrounds will not be responsible for loss, damage, or accident to any person or property.  Show entry indicates acceptance of all conditions in this form.
8.  Dogs are not permitted in the barns or in the show ring area. 
9. Make checks payable to SDGA.  There will be a $35 bank fee charged for any returned checks. Send entries forms with your checks to:
